Cyclones hand ADM their first loss of the season

 Junior wide receiver 
Cade Sears was the star of 
Friday’s game against the 
ADM Tigers as he went for 
three touchdowns, includ-
ing 201 receiving yards for 
his team en route to 42-7 
victory and handed the 
Tigers their first loss this 
season.
 “It feels better than a 
loss would’ve felt,” said 
Cyclones Head Coach 
Todd Bladt. “Feels pretty 
good. I thought our guys 
played really well. They 
executed and the coaches 
had a great plan. They 
went out and put it on the 
field and put it into ac-
tion.”
 It was a chilly night 
at Merrill Field, but that 
didn’t stop fans from com-
ing out to support their 
Cyclones. The Tigers re-
ceived the first kickoff 
and were determined to 
play strong against the 
Cyclones on their field. 
They got to a third down 
with just three yards to 
go, but came up empty.
 The Cyclones then got 
their first attempt to score 
on the night and they 
took advantage of it, as 
on a third down with four 
yards to go, Senior quar-
terback Teagon Kasper-
bauer found Junior wide 
receiver Cade Sears for a 
54-yard touchdown that 
lit up the Harlan crowd 
with applause and cheers 
and put the Cyclones on 
the board to make it 6-0. 

Senior kicker Stephen 
Leinen added his first ex-
tra point of the night.
 The Tigers got the ball 
back and were hoping this 
time around for a different 
outcome, but couldn’t get 
anywhere as the Cyclone 
defense led by Junior line-
backer Matthew Sorfon-
den with eight tackles on 
the night proved why they 
continue to dominate. 
 The Cyclones got 
the ball back and soon 
Kasperbauer found Senior 
wide receiver Aidan Hall, 
who sprinted to the end 
zone for a 48-yard touch-
down with just under six 
minutes to go. Leinen add-
ed another extra point to 
make it 14-0.
 With the clock continu-
ing to wind down, the Ti-
gers were hoping for some 
magic as they got the ball 
back in their hands. Ju-
nior quarterback Aiden 
Flora found Junior run-
ning back Brevin Doll for 
a 12-yard touchdown that 
got the Tigers back in the 
game and got the travel-
ing fans on their feet.
 Just like that, it was 
a 14-7 game as the first 
quarter drew to a close. 
The second quarter got 
underway and with less 
than a minute to go, Sears 
got in on the action once 
again as Kasperbauer 
threw to him for a 75-yard 
touchdown and made it a 
20-7 game.
 The Tigers were hoping 
for another touchdown on 
their end, but were unsuc-
cessful as on a third down 

with seven yards to go for 
another first down, they 
got stuffed and handed the 
ball right back to the Cy-
clone offense.
 With just under five 
and a half minutes to 
play before halftime, on 
a second down with eight 
yards to go, Kasperbauer 
again threw to Sears for 
a 56-yard touchdown to 
widen the Cyclones lead 
by 20 points. This was 
Sears’ third touchdown 
of the night as he finished 
with 201 receiving yards. 
Kasperbauer finished 
with 309 passing yards. 
Bladt credited Kasper-
bauer and Sears for their 
efforts and chemistry 
throughout the course of 

the game.
 “In the immortal words 
of Kevin Cruise, “oh 
baby!”, he said. “Those are 
staggering numbers for 
one receiver with only five 
catches. You’re averaging 
right about 40 yards per 
catch. Their connection 
was on tonight. Teagon 
was dealing out there. I 
thought our receivers ran 
fantastic routes. Cade just 
had a heck of a night.”
 The second half got un-
derway and the Cyclones 
stormed out of the gate 
with energy and passion, 
determined to keep their 
foot on the gas pedal and 
not let the Tigers turn the 
tables on them late in the
